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Deaf Services Advocates work with people
who are Deaf or hard of hearing and have
experienced discrimination.

Examples of Discrimination

« Your employer refuses to provide CART or
interpreter services during meetings, or
needed adaptive telephone equipment.

« A hotel fails to provide you with visual
alerts (door knocker, fire alarm, alarm
clock) when requested in advance.

« You want to attend a conference, town
meeting, or other public event but are
told they can’t afford CART or an
interpreter.

« A doctor’s office or hospital refuses to
provide effective communication - such
as an interpreter or telecommunication
equipment - to patients, companions, or
family members who are Deaf or hard of
hearing.

« A restaurant, store, apartment, or hotel
does not allow you to have your hearing
dog with you.
